Preferred Settings 

Resolution: 1080p or 4K 

Frame Rate: 30 fps (Frames Per Second) or 24 fps 

iPhone 

Settings -> Camera -> Record Video and choose either 1080p at 30 fps or 4K at 24 fps 

In Native iPhone Camera app, select “video” from the list of options at the bottom and press the red 

“record” button. 

Android 

Settings -> Apps -> Camera, tap gear icon -> Rear Video Size -> Select 16:9 -> Resolution FHD  1920x1080 

or 4K, if available.   

Alternative method: 

Click camera icon -> click gear icon (upper left, most Androids) -> Rear Video Size -> Select 16:9 -> 

Resolution FHD  1920x1080 or 4K, if available.
