Fol | ow ng discussion, upon recommendation of Hchard K rkland,
Sheriff, on notion by GComm ssioner Bradhurst, seconded by GCormm ssioner
Mouliot, which nmotion duly carried, Chairnman Shaw ordered that the
establ i shnent of a grant position for the deputy admnistering the federal
grant for support of the dfice of Hghway Safety prograns be approved.

It was noted that the grant was re-applied for in Septenber,
1994; that the grant was renewed for the third year in the amount of
$66, 834 and was included in the FY 1994/ 95 budget, but no request was nade to
approve a grant position at that tine; and that should the grant not be
ext ended past the Septenber 30, 1995 deadline, the deputy sheriff
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occupying the grant position will be assigned to one of the deputy
positions through normal attrition.

REPORT BY COWM SSI ONERS ON STATUS PRQAJECTS

Chai rman Shaw commented that this agenda item was instituted
last year by Chairnman Cornwall for Board nenbers to provide an update on
the vari ous boards and conmttees on which they serve.

Legal Qounsel Shipnan advised that Board nenbers nay report on
Issues that occur at neetings they attend in their official capacity as
Gonma ssi oners and whi ch nay cone before the Board at a later tine.

Commi ssioner Sins discussed an issue before the Regional
Transportation Comm ssion relative to the Nevada Departnent' of
Transportation's proposed project to wden a stretch of US 395 South of
M. Rose Hghway. He stated that residents in the Pleasant Valley and
Seanboat Valley areas have raised concerns because it wll be quite sate
tine before the proposed extension occurs and, in the interim expected
gromth wll inpact traffic loads on the current roadway; that RIC has been
against this project fromits inception; that nany citizens expressed
their concerns to NDOT at a public hearing held |ast week; that the
residents would like to have sone safety enhancenent to that stretch of
road, but not to the extent of wdening it; and that NDOI has apparently
ijndi_ca_lt ed a wllingness to reconsider and reevaluate their project

eci si on.

Comm ssioner Sins then stated that he and Conm ssioner
Bradhurst have discussed the need for a water school which would provide
information froma variety of sources in order for the Regional VWater
Board to have a bal anced objective and aid in the proper planning of water
resources and treatnent of wastewater. He stated that in his opinion this
is the nost pressing issue today and i s a nunier one priority.

Comm ssioner Bradhurst commented that a lot of information on
water issues is available that would greatly benefit the Board.
Gomm ssi oner Mbul i ot suggested that the infornmation be provided in an easy to
under stand format.

DSOS ON - | SSUES OF GOCPERATI ON BETVEEEN A Tl EY GANTY/

Comm ssi oner Bond advi sed that she requested this item be
placed on the agenda to discuss her concerns that local entities are not
able to nove beyond the idea that an entity wth a specific sphere of
i nfl uence can nmake decisions under the assunption that it wll not inpact
or have any fallout on another sphere of influence. She cited the recent
| ease agreenent between the Airport Authority and a group of private
citizens to establish a race track facility on Arport Authority property
located in the Cty of Reno Sphere of Influence which will have a
significant inpact on her Gounty constituents because of the noise |evel
and traffic congestion, etc.
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The Board di scussed nethods whereby they could be apprised of
such issues and address themearly in the process. Comm ssioner Bradhurst
commented that projects of regional significance are required to go before
the Regional P anning Board. Legal Counsel Shiprman reviewed the process
and criteria for projects of regional significance. She stated that the
racetrack facility apparently did not qualify as a project of regional
signi ficance.
