95-568 APPO NTMENTS - TRUCKEE RI VER ADVI SORY BOARD AND PRESENTATI ON OF CERTI FI CATE OF APPRECI ATI ON TO GENE EVANS

Commi ssi oner Bradhurst explained that a comm ttee conprised of hinself, Conm ssioner Sins, Truckee Meadows Regi onal Pl anni ng
Agency Executive Director Kris Schenk, and TRAB nenber Gene Evans interviewed the individuals who expressed interest in serving on
the Truckee River Advisory Board. Upon reconmendation of that conmittee, on notion by Commi ssioner Bradhurst, seconded by

Commi ssi oner Sins, which notion duly carried, Chairnman Shaw ordered that Richard Hill and Dr. Scott Tyler be appointed to the
Truckee River Advisory Board with their ternms expiring June 1, 1999.

Chai rman Shaw presented a "Certificate of Appreciation" plaque to M. Gene Evans in recognition of his nmany years of service to
the community by serving on the Truckee River Advisory Board since 1974 and noted sonme of the acconplishnents.

95-569 STATUS REPORT - PROCGRESS ON COWPLI ANCE W TH THE AMERI CANS W TH DI SABI LI TI ES ACT (ADA) - GENERAL SERVI CES

County Manager John Maclntyre called the Board's attention to the first four pages of the status report and stated that Bud Fujii,
General Services Director, and Joanne Ray, Chief of Personnel, are deserving of special recognition for their outstanding efforts
in acconplishing conpliance with the Anericans with Disabilities Act (ADA) for all Washoe County facilities.

M. Fujii distributed "before-and-after" pictures of sone of the work that has been acconplished and reviewed in detail the plans
and goals that were originally established and the progress on each goal. M. Fujii then introduced Jack Mays, Executive Director
of the Northern Nevada Center for Independent Living, and stated that M. Mays' assistance was invaluable in acconplishing this

t ask.

M. Mays stated that the County should be conplenented on its |leadership role in making all County facilities accessible to al
the citizens.

95-570 RESOLUTI ON OF APPRECI ATI ON - LES BECK, BUILDI NG MAI NTENANCE TECHNI Cl AN - GENERAL SERVI CES

On behal f of the Board, Chairman Shaw presented the follow ng resolution plaque to Les Beck, Building Mintenance Technician, for
hi s dedi cation and performance in making all County facilities accessible for the citizens of Washoe County:

RESOLUTI ON OF APPRECI ATI ON

WHEREAS the Anericans with Disabilities Act (ADA), which extends federal civil rights protection in several areas to people who
are consi dered "di sabl ed," becane |aw in 1991; and

WHEREAS Title | of the ADA which prohibits state and local entities fromdiscrininating against any qualified individual with a
disability in their prograns, services and activities becane effective on January 26, 1992; and

WHEREAS by July 1992 the first portion of the transition plan enconpassing accessibility assessnments of all 226 County buil di ngs
and facilities and revision of the County's enploynment and di scrimnation conplaint procedures was conpl eted; and

WHEREAS by January 1993 the second portion of the transition plan which covered prioritization of projects, estimted costs, and
time franmes for conpletion of each corrective action was conpl eted; and

WHEREAS on March 16, 1993, the Board of County Commi ssioners adopted the Conmittee's Report and Policy Statement and approved the
two year transition plan to enable the County to be in conpliance by the 1995 deadline date; and

WHEREAS in March 1993, LES BECK, Buil ding Maintenance Technician, was assigned as Project Manager with responsibility for
conpleting all the accessibility corrections by June 30, 1995 and to be within the budget; and

WHEREAS despite the enormity of the assignnent and dozens of unforeseen obstacles, LES BECK has not only conpleted the assignnent,
but al so has placed Washoe County in the forefront of ADA conpliance anong all public agencies in the State of Nevada, and in
doi ng so has al so becone one of the area's |eading experts on the accessibility section of the ADA,

NOW THEREFORE, WE, the Board of Commi ssioners of Washoe County, Nevada, on behalf of the citizens of Washoe County, w shes to
convey by way of this RESOLUTI ON OF APPRECI ATION, its thanks to LES BECK for his dedication and performance in making all County
facilities accessible for the citizens of Washoe County.

95-571 KENNEL PERM T APPEAL - CHARLES ROSE

Katie Stevens, Animal Control O ficer, reviewed background information regarding the kennel permit application of Charles Rose and
answered questions of the Board. In response to Commi ssioner Bond, O ficer Janeen Verness stated that in addition to the dogs
there are also cats, chickens, a pot-bellied pig, a rooster, a turkey, and a peacock at the residence.

Applicant, Charles Rose, stated that he would just like to be able to keep his animals. Upon questioning by Conm ssioner Bond, M.
Rose admtted that he does plan to breed the dogs.

Nei ghbori ng property owners Hal Rolfe and Ann Parker spoke in opposition to granting the pernit citing problens of noise,
especially the noise generated by the rooster and the peacock

Jeff Day, who resides with M. Rose, stated that the pig and the peacock belong to him that he al so works graveyard; and that he
has no troubl e sl eeping days.

A di scussion ensued regardi ng what could be done to reduce the noise | evel and whether there are any ordi nances that pertain to
the other animals. Ms. Stevens stated that the noise ordinance is the only other regulation she is aware of; and that there are no
ordi nances regarding the types and nunbers of other aninals.

On notion by Comm ssioner Bradhurst, seconded by Conmi ssioner Muliot, which notion duly carried, Chairman Shaw ordered that the
kennel permit for Charles Rose to keep 12 dogs at 5720 Kasandra Way, Sun Vall ey, Nevada, be deni ed.

95-572 PUBLI C HEARI NG - PUBLI C ROADWAY DECLARATI ON - OLD RENO TO PYRAM D LAKE ROAD

9:30 a.m This was the tinme set in a Notice of Public Hearing, published in the Reno Gazette-Journal on June 19 and 26, 1995, for
the Board to review and consi der evidence pertaining to the public use of the "Od Reno to Pyranm d Lake Road," an old stage route
bet ween Reno and Pyrani d Lake, as described in a petition dated May 19, 1995, and to determ ne whether said road has acquired the
status of a public road pursuant to Nevada Revi sed Statute 405.195.

Legal Counsel Maureen Griswold reviewed statutory requirenents for holding this public hearing pursuant to questions raised at
Caucus.

Jack Hol nes, Engineering Division, displayed a map of the location of the old stage route from Reno to Pyram d Lake and identified
current and proposed building projects in the Spani sh Springs area.

John Rhodes, Deputy District Attorney, outlined the specific requirements of NRS 405. 195, explained the findings the Board nust be
able to make in order to declare the road a public road as well as the kind of evidence in the form of docunments, naps, deeds,
etc., and testinony that the Board should be | ooking for, and stated that the burden of proof that this is a public road is on the
petitioner.

Chai rman Shaw opened the public hearing by calling on the petitioners to present their case.

Paul Neuffer stated that he was speaking as a nenber of the Pilot's Association and on behalf of petitioner Tinmothy Al anmeda. He
distributed petitions signed by citizens, photographs of the area, and a map depicting the road and surroundi ng area and expl ai ned
that the original petition was nodified to include only the portion of the old stage route from Eagl e Canyon Road to the Bureau of
Land Managenent (BLM property, which is slightly less than a mle of road. M. Neuffer stated that what they are seeking is
access to public land and to the airport in Spanish Springs so that they can keep the airport open. He read into the record a
support letter fromAlan Oppi o, an area property owner; submitted letters fromthe Spanish Springs Citizen Advisory Board, the
Nevada Departnent of Transportation and Hawco, a |ocal devel oper, in support of opening the road; and stated that they have nade
peace with everyone in the area except Pat Shane.



Chai rman Shaw asked if M. Neuffer had any evidence in the form of docunentation that the Board could use to nmeke the necessary
findings. M. Nueffer stated that there is proof that there was a road there in 1889 and that Ms. Leveille will be addressing
that. He further stated that it is shown on the map that this road is the access to the Oppio property.

In response to Comnmi ssioner Bradhurst's questions, M. Neuffer stated that the real issue is that M. Shane has obtained a 10-foot
negati ve easenent which allows himto refuse access to the airport.

Hel en Leveille, President, Nevada Public Land Access Coalition, Inc., stated that she was not aware that the petition was nodified
and that her organi zation believes the entire road should be declared public and opened for public use. She distributed maps to
the Board, one dated Decenber 1, 1889 and one dated 1924, which were placed on file with the Clerk, and stated that the road was a
rural post road as well as the old stage route and that it neets all the criteria for being declared a public road. Ms. Leveille
also clarified the |l ocation of the road by stating that years ago the road washed out and the | ocation was changed, but noted that
the road still exists legally. In response to Comn ssioner Bradhurst, Ms. Leveille provided other docunentation to the Board, but
it was not placed on file with the Clerk.

Commi ssi oner Bradhurst expressed concern regardi ng which petition the Board shoul d be considering. M. Rhodes stated that his
opinion is that the Board should be considering the anended petition which would be for the limted portion of the road only.

Speaki ng in support of opening the road so that the Spanish Springs airport can be kept open were Bob Trinborn, the Manager of the
Reno- Stead Airport, Jim Barrere, Chairman of the Spanish Springs Citizen Advisory Board, and Max Bartnmus, Spani sh Springs resident
and airport user. M. Trinmborn stated that the airport is inportant, especially during the Air Races. M. Barrere stated that the
CAB fully supports opening the road and keeping the airport open. He further explained that the reason there appear to be two
roads i s because during spring floods the stagecoach would go up the hill and along the ridge, but during dry weather it would cut
t hrough Boneyard Flat. M. Bartnus explained the on-going feud between the gravel pit owner, Pat Shane, and the airport users.

Chai rman Shaw asked if any of the petition signers were present. They were not, but approximately ten individuals stood up and
stated they were in support of opening the road.

Steve Tackes, attorney representing Pat Shane, an area | andowner who's property would be affected if the road was opened, stated
that this entire maneuver is designed to reopen a closed airport. He recited the history of the airport and stated that M. Shane
decided to terminate the | ease for the airport |and when the BLMincreased the | ease amobunt to $30,500 per year

M. Tackes then showed the Board a Washoe County Assessor's docunent dated 1989 but based on surveys done in 1861 through 1872;
stated that the docunent shows that much of the land was in private ownership during that time; and noted that there is no road on
the map. He further stated that that is the proof this is not a public road under the definition in NRS 405.195. He further stated
that there is also evidence in Washoe County records that the access to the airport was only by perm ssion of private |andowners;
and that there are no records of either the County or the State accepting and maintaining this road. After a |l engthy dissertation,
M . Tackes enphasi zed that this road does not neet even one of the three el enents necessary under Nevada Revised Statutes to
declare it a public road.

Bill Bowen, area |and owner, stated that he was opposed to the road going right through his property as it would constitute a
taking of his property. He stated that he purchased the property froma surveyor and that he specifically asked about the dirt
trails going through there and was infornmed that there were no roads.

Charl es McCubbi ns, speaking on behalf of his in-laws Spanish Springs Valley | and owners Rand and Jan Sullivan, stated that if the
Board i s considering opening the whole road, the Sullivans are against it because it would go right through their property.

Roy Hi bdon, local civil engineer speaking on behalf of several owners of property between Sun Valley and |Indian Road, stated that
he does not believe this road neets the tests of being a public road and presented a map to the Board. He further stated that one
of his clients, Richard Golden, acquired all of Section 33 fromthe railroad, who had acquired it fromthe government; and that if
there was no road at that time, then this cannot be declared a public road now.



There being no one el se wi shing to speak, Chairman Shaw cl osed the public hearing.

Conmmi ssi oner Sins asked the petitioners if they have any evi dence of when the road was constructed and of the | and ownership at
that time. M. Neuffer stated that they do not have concl usive proof. Comm ssioner Bradhurst stated that he does not believe the
Board can meke the necessary findings.

Fol l owi ng further discussion, based on the fact that the petitioners have not provided sufficient evidence for the Board to nmake
the necessary findings under Nevada Revised Statute 405.195, on notion by Conmm ssioner Sins, seconded by Conm ssioner Mouliot,

whi ch notion duly carried, Chairman Shaw ordered that the petition to declare the "Od Reno to Pyram d Lake Road" a public road be
deni ed.

Conmmi ssi oner Bond encouraged the parties to continue negotiations in an effort to reopen the airport.
95- 573 SALARY ADJUSTMENT - CHI EF | NVESTI GATOR - DI STRI CT ATTORNEY

Upon recomendati on of Joanne Ray, Chief of Personnel Administration, on nmotion by Commi ssioner Bond, seconded by Comnr ssioner
Bradhurst, which notion duly carried, Chairman Shaw ordered that the salary range for the Chief Investigator in the District
Attorney's office be adjusted from salary grade C290 ($46, 155 - $61,692) to salary grade C310 ($47,195 - $65,291). It was noted
that the new range includes the previously approved 3.5 percent COLA effective July 1, 1995 and an equity adjustnent of
approximately 6 percent retroactive to July 1, 1994.

95- 574 COUNTYW DE ENERGY CONSERVATI ON RETROFI TS - ENERGY MASTER CORPORATI ON - GENERAL SERVI CES
John Maclntyre, County Manager, advised that discussion was held on this itemat yesterday's caucus neeting.

Gary Cifford, Regional Manager, Energy Masters Corporation, responded to questions of the Board regarding their services and
costs and savi ngs issues, and advised that their primary function is to inplenent a project that pays for itself.

Bud Fujii, Director, General Services Departnent, was present to provide additional information

Upon inquiry of Commi ssioner Bond, M. Clifford advised that the project could be term nated al ong the way; that a typica
contract would be seven to ten years, but that decision would be made by the County; and that the County coul d deci de whether to
proceed forward at the end of the initial study. He noted that they prefer to carry projects through as they woul d have devel oped
the nunbers and are willing to guarantee them

Gieg (Tex) Barrett, Major Account Manager, Sierra Pacific Power Conmpany (SPPCO), stated that they would work with Washoe County
through the inplenmentation process as a third party verification to insure that the nunbers given are consistent with the County's
usage and to verify that the savings are obtainable. He advised that SPPCO will use this information as part of their utility

pl anni ng process and it is inportant to verify that the nunbers are accurate.

Fol l owi ng further discussion, on notion by Comn ssioner Bradhurst, seconded by Conmmi ssioner Bond, which notion duly carried, with
Commi ssi oner Mouliot voting "no," Chairmn Shaw ordered that staff be authorized to enter into negotiations with Energy Master
Corporation, an energy service conpany (ESCO), for inplenmenting energy conservation studies and retrofits for all major County
bui l dings and facilities.

Conmmi ssi oner Mouliot stated that he does not support the recommendati on because he feels the County would be entering into a
| ong-term contract.

She advised that, by the end of the current construction season, over $10 mllion will have been expended
on road projects in the region; that RTCis prepared to nove forward with that same | evel of aggressive action to continue these
efforts; that the five-cent gas tax is a major conponent of that programand if it is not continued, the I evel of funding for
those types of projects will dimnish substantially; and that RTC has a strong conmitnent to conti nue working with the community
on these projects.

Commi ssi oner Bradhurst commented that di scussion was held at yesterday's caucus regarding the regional inpact fee system He
suggested that an inpact fee ordi nance should be in place by the Septenber 30th sunset date on the five-cent gas tax, so that the
comunity woul d know that there is a comritnent by the devel opment community prior to menorializing the five-cent gas tax.

Ms. Kupersmith stated that, when discussions comrenced regarding tying the inpact fee to the five-cent gas tax, the real focus was
assuring that the devel opment conmunity was stepping up to the table; that she hopes the discussion that took place at yesterday's
caucus, where devel opers expressed their strong cormmitnment to an inpact fee, clearly indicated that they are ready to participate;
that the Board required that RTC take the lead in this critically inportant issue and they have done that and brought forth a
