John Collins, Chief Sanitary Engi neer, reviewed a handout in response to questions raised at yesterday's caucus concerning a
Purchase Order with Dewante and Stowel| Consulting Engi neers for construction support of the Cold Springs Wastewater Treatnment
Facility, Special Assessment District No. 21 in an anpbunt not-to-exceed $38,000.00. M. Collins explained that Dewante and St owel
is the design engineer for this project; that their services are required to ensure that the project is constructed in accordance
with the original intent of the plans and specifications; that there are 21 tasks being handl ed under the overall direction of
Washoe County; that Dewante and Stowell are being retained for five of these tasks to ensure that the project is conpleted in
accordance with their intentions; and that Dewante and Stowell are held legally responsible for conpleting the project
appropriately.

Fol I owi ng di scussi on, upon recomendati on of John Collins, Chief Sanitary Engi neer, through David Roundtree, Acting Public Wrks
Director, on notion by Conm ssioner Bond, seconded by Commi ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried, Chairman Bradhurst ordered
that a Purchase Order with Dewante and Stowell Consulting Engi neers for construction support of the Cold Springs Wastewater
Treatment Facility, Special Assessnment District No. 21 (SAD 21) in an amount not-to-exceed $38, 000. 00, be approved.

96- 1141 PROPOSED TAHOE ALLOCATI ON FEE - UPDATE TAHOE ALLOCATI ON PROGRAM

Sharon Kvas, Departnent of Devel opment Review, reviewed information contained in a staff report dated Novenber 7, 1996 concerning
an update on the 1996 Tahoe Resi dential and Conmercial Allocation Programfor 1996 and 1997. She reviewed a |list of 1996

Resi dential Allocation recipients, 1996-1999 Conmercial Allocation Recipients, a Draft of Tahoe Regional Pl anning Agency (TRPA)
Proposed Commrerci al Allocation System dated Septenber 2, 1996, and a Draft of Tahoe Regi onal Pl anni ng Agency (TRPA) Proposed

Resi dential Allocation dated Septenber 6, 1996, and answered questions of the Board.

Chai rman Bradhurst expressed concern with respect to the residential and comercial allocation systemas it appears to be punitive
inthat it is inappropriate for TRPA to assess penalties and reduce allocations if a comunity such as Washoe County has been
conplying with TRPA's rul es and regul ati ons.

Ms. Kvas stated that TRPA's rationalization is that they have not received the threshol ds expected in air and water quality and
that the only way they can ensure that the thresholds are net is to force the Counties to |lose allocations. She stated that the
punitive clause would kick in each year at 10% and that it is not site specific. She further stated that an energi ng i ssue cane
about when they were working on the allocation programand a |l etter was received by TRPA fromthe Division of Water Resources
indicating that 1VGA@ D was punping at their water rights level; that they did not feel there was roomfor nore devel opnent; that a
policy exists with TRPA which provides that, if sufficient water rights do not exist, there can be no nore devel oprment or
allocations; and that this issue needs to be addressed. In conclusion, M. Kvas recommended that the Board del ete any punitive
provi sions contained in the allocation system

Dan St. John, Director of Engineering, Incline Village General Inprovenent District, gave an overview of water rights in the
District explaining that the State Engi neer has expressed concern about their ability to continue with additional growth; that it
is a fact that their diversion fromLake Tahoe is approaching their water rights allocation; that they currently have over 4,000
acre feet including water rights acquired upon a nerger with the Crystal Bay G D, that the State Engi neer would |like themto do
sonme studies characterizing unit demands for single famly/multi-famly/comercial in order to make sone short and |long-term



projections so that they can better understand the issue; and that they are nmaking every effort to keep TRPA and the State
Engineer's Ofice infornmed as to their progress. He explained that it is likely that they will obtain, on a short-term borrow
basis, sone water rights from one of the neighboring commnities that have excess water rights to ensure against a short-term
problemthis year or the follow ng year

Chai rman Bradhurst stated that it is inmportant that the Board go through the two allocation proposals and make a recomendation to
be forwarded on to TRPA; that there is a proposed commercial allocation systemand a proposed 1997-2001 residential allocation
system and that with respect to both systens, it would be appropriate to delete any punitive provisions since Washoe County has
been a nmodel community in following the letter of the law in terns of protecting the environment and environnmental inprovenent
projects. He advised that another concern with respect to the comercial allocation is where the responsibility lies if making
deci sions on allocations concerning jurisdictions who may have special projects in terms of distribution and ranking by TRPA, and
he woul d request that the TRPA Governing Board develop criteria so that everyone woul d operate under the sane rul es and
regul ati ons.

On notion by Conmm ssioner Bond, seconded by Conmi ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried, Chairnman Bradhurst ordered that a letter
be forwarded to the Advisory Pl anning Conmi ssion as well as the TRPA Governing Board expressing the Board's concerns regarding the
two allocation systens.

96- 1142 UPDATE - SNOW AVALANCHE ASSESSMENT PROGRAM - EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Press Cl ewe, Energency Manager, updated the Board on WAashoe County's Snow Aval anche Assessnent Program stating that the Sierra
Mount ai n Range had received | arge snow accunul ati ons from Decenber 1992 through March 1993 which pronpted the County to initiate
early alert warnings and public information regardi ng aval anche hazards. He advised that the County has contracted wi th Snowbridge
Associ ates, a specialized snow aval anche consultant, to perform specialized assessnents and provi de public safety to assi st
residents and agencies in property and personal protection

Di ck Penni man, Aval anche Speci alist, Snowbridge Associ ates, reviewed an Aval anche Hazard Study prepared for Washoe County advi sing
that they were retained in August, 1993 to conduct a terrain analysis of snow aval anche paths in the Third Creek, Crystal Bay and
Sand Harbor areas of Washoe County. M. Penniman then revi ewed maps contained in the report depicting aval anche hazard zones and
answer ed questions of the Board.

M. Clewe advised the Board that the Energency Managenent Division along with other emergency response agenci es have acconpli shed
many tasks to pronote a higher |evel of snow aval anche awareness and safety, and that a data base of residential tel ephone nunbers
and addresses for a Community Alert Network (CAN) system has been devel oped should conditions warrant notification to residents
that nmay be in i medi at e danger

96- 1143 STATUS REPORT - BUI LDI NG AND SAFETY DI VI SION - 1996 ACTI ON PLAN AND PERFORMANCE

Jess Traver, County Building Oficial, reviewed background i nfornmation contained in a staff report concerning various goals
acconpl i shed by the Building and Safety Division and i nprovenents to the Incline Village Ofice to increase custonmer service

| evel s. He explained that during the past three years there has been a 28% i ncrease in building permt activity in the Building
and Safety Division; that the nunber of building inspections have increased from 30.4% from 1993 to 1996; that since

i mpl ementation of on-line capabilities with the Tahoe Regi onal Pl anning Agency, turnaround time on projects have averaged 10 days
conpared to 90 days | ast year; that the work | oad has been managed nore effectively; that the installation of an Automated Voice
Response system has reduced staff tine in responding to scheduling calls; and that the devel opnent of a Procedures Manual and a
Code Conmentary Manual has greatly enhanced the departnent.

Steve G bbons, Senior Plan Exam ner, Reno O fice of the Building and Safety Division, gave a brief overview of acconplishnments and
goals nmet in the Reno office explaining that they have reached a ten-day turnaround time conpared to five to six weeks.

Art Johnson, Chief Inspector, Incline Village General |nprovenent District, stated that they have been working with M. Traver
t hroughout this process; that the systemis working quite well; and that he woul d suggest formalizing an agreenent with |VG D,



Washoe County, and the North Lake Tahoe Fire Departnment to enhance this operation.

Chai rman Bradhurst stated that the success of the Building and Safety Division at Incline Village is due in large part to efforts
by the North Lake Tahoe Fire Protection District, 1VGA D and M. Johnson, the Department of Devel opment Revi ew, Engi neering, Roads,
and the Incline Architectural Board and commended each of these entities.

96-1144 1996 OVERLAY PROGRAM - STATE ROUTE 28 - NEVADA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATI ON

Susan Martinovich, State of Nevada, Department of Transportation, advised that NDOT has conpleted the overlay project on State
Route 28; that they received conplaints throughout the project regarding road cl osures; and that they addressed those concerns and
hopefully alleviated them as the project progressed. She advised that they are currently in the process of hiring a consultant to
do a Master Plan for inprovenents along H ghway 28 and M. Rose Highway in conjunction with TRPA and NDEP requirenments during
1997.

96- 1145 UPDATE - STATE ROUTE 28 PEDESTRI AN PATH PRQJECT - | NCLI NE VI LLAGE GENERAL | MPROVEMENT DI STRI CT

Dan St. John, Incline Village General |nprovenment District, stated that plans for the Tahoe Boul evard Bicycl e/ Pedestrian Path are
in the begi nning stages and di scussed various public neetings held concerning this issue. He advised that personal letters had
been sent to property owners nost inpacted by the project inviting themto schedul e one-on-one workshops and then he summari zed
comments received fromvarious individuals regarding the project. M. St. John stated that it is not IVAD s role to establish
design criteria; that they are looking to the project sponsors, the Visitor's Center, the Chanber of Commerce, TRPA and Washoe
County.

Romany Wbodbeck, Departnent of Conprehensive Pl anning, discussed the Incline Village Comrercial Community Plan adopted in April
1996. She advised that the plan had been worked on for over eight years; that many concerns expressed by residents were worked out
t hrough the planning process; that notices and mailers were sent out regarding the conmunity plan and several newspaper articles
covered the subject as well

El | en and George Toto, owners of The W dfl ower Cafe | ocated on Tahoe Boul evard, spoke about many safety factors that have not
been considered with respect to the proposed Sidewal k/ Bi ke Path on Tahoe Boul evard. M's. Toto distributed photographs to the Board
depicting an autompbile rolling across the street into her building advising that this was the third time this had occurred. M.
Toto stated that he and his wife have been involved in this planning process over the last 8 to 10 years; that they have seen nmany
changes; and that they would like to see alternatives to the plan that would not inpair businesses along State Route 28 and not

i mpact tax revenues as well

Steve Satchell, Incline Village resident, stated that the Cooperative Agreenent does not contain an assignment of authority
regarding the project. He further stated that TRPA is driving the project in order to neet air mtigation rules; and that this is
not a project in response to a comunity demand.

Ms. Woodbeck indicated her intention to meet with | egal staff for the purpose of working out details of the Menorandum of
Under st andi ng and addressed M. Satchell concerning his proposal for alternative routes for the project.

M. St. John stated that they will continue to work with NDOT in an attenpt to identify drainage i nprovenments that would help
enhance the project.

96- 1146 NORTH STATELI NE BEAUTI FI CATI ON PROJECT - COWVPREHENSI VE PLANNI NG

Romany Whodbeck, Departnment of Conprehensive Pl anning, reviewed background information contained in a staff report dated Novenber
7, 1996 concerning the North Stateline Beautification Project and answered questions of the Board concerning the project. She

advi sed that the casinos |ocated at the north end of Lake Tahoe have fornmed the Crystal Bay Casi no Associ ation and have hired
consultants to design the North Stateline Beautification Project. M. Wodbeck di scussed three conponents of the project including
a Community Plan Trigger, County Commitnment to the Project and Additional Project Funding further advising that the North
Stateline Community Plan was adopted by the Board and the TRPA Governing Board in 1996; that an additional 19,616 square feet of



commercial floor area was allocated to the Plan; and that in order to release additional floor area, one of the followi ng five
triggers must be achieved:

Establ i shnent of a redevel opnent district by Washoe County.

Formati on of a special assessment district by Washoe County.

Executi on of a cooperative fundi ng agreenent for the urban design project which includes the Crystal Bay Casino Associ ation
Aut hori zati on of funding by NDOT for the urban design project.

Award of grant funds for the urban design project.

g wWNE

Leah Kaufman, representing the Crystal Bay Casino Association, discussed the proposed project advising that TRPA has required that
they be a part of the Community Plan and tied to a signhage package wherein the casi nos have agreed to renove all of the billboards
and reduce signage in Crystal Bay by over 40% She stated that she would |like to see the project area shortened and sone of the
amenities reassessed in an attenpt to get closer to a $1 nillion figure. Ms. Kaufman then described the project in nore detail and
answer ed questions of the Board concerning funding and conmercial floor allocation

Vince Scott, Borderhouse Partners, described a building that he had purchased and restored as a Mcro Brewery. He advised that he
has the potential of receiving 6,000 feet of comrercial floor area so he is very concerned that the triggers are net; that he is
willing to put up some noney for the project; that he desires to | andscape the front of his building; and that it is inportant to
show a conmitnent in dollars to enable themto approach NDOT and the |egislature to request funding for the project.

Deputy District Attorney Madel yn Shi pman, di scussed the Cooperative Fundi ng Agreenent suggesting that the Board go forward with
the recommendati on subject to the District Attorney's review and suggested that the Agreenent contain a provision that if the
project should not go forward that there be a trigger for return of the noney as the agreenment now has the parties placing the
nmoney into the County for safekeeping.
